• A confidence building, 
empowerment program.

• Supports women, facing 
financial barriers, who want
to join the workforce, return 
to school or volunteer.

• Women are given gently 
used clothing and 
accessories to help them 
look and feel their best.

• Women are invited to 
attend the monthly 
Professional Women’s 
Group Zoom sessions

• Supports immigrant women 
plan and prepare for their 
future in Canada. 

• Builds confidence and 
skills in career planning, 
communication and 
Canadian workplace 
culture.

• Focuses on helping 
women establish 
meaningful careers and 
lives in their new 
community.

• Designed to support 
immigrant and Indigenous 
women launch their careers 
in the growing tech industry. 

• 6-month program provides 
technical Full Stack Web-
Development and 
Employment Power Skills 
training.

• Practicum work experience in 
the Information and 
Technology sector.

• Focuses on increasing 
women's economic security 
and participation in the labour 
market and to increase 
women in leadership.

• A youth empowerment 
program for girls 12-18 from 
low-income households. 

• Provides one-on-one 
consultation and clothing/ 
accessories to meet their 
school, employment, and 
recreational needs.

• Provides valuable 
leadership and personal 
development opportunities 
to young women in the 
community, who volunteer 
in the program and act as 
peers or near-peers to the 
girls they support.
